In
the churchyard is a copy of a Bulgarian
bell steeple as well as an unusual
collection of Macedonian and Bosnian
pines.

Earlswood, hospital and

home for people with

learning disabilities, was

founded in 1847 and closed

in 1997. Its unique, but little
known museum illustrated

the history and life at the

asylum, and housed a

collection of the wonderful work of James Henry Pullen (1835 - 1916), known as
the Idiot Genius of the Earlswood Asylum. When the hospital closed, most of the
artefacts went into store, but the most attractive items can be seen in two display
areas on Car Park Level One at The Belfry. The Royal Earlswood Story is
adjacent to the ticket machine, and the Pullen Collection is over Marks and
Spencer. Come along and take a closer look at Pullen®s amazing model ships and
other works of art.

JohnOs Scho®endleton Road, Redhill dates back to 1850, an impressive
building with an imposing clock

tower. We have two WW?2 air raid
shelters. The boysO shelter is unique as
the walls were painted by the boys
during their art lessons with murals
depicting popular tales of the time,
such as PilgrimOs Progress, Treasure
Island & Robin Hood. The girls® &
infants® shelter, although not painted,
is impressive due to its size, built to
protect both pupils and local

residents; it can seat up to 700 people.

The Japanese
Garden was created in 1910 and a large rock
and water garden was built by Pulham and Son
in 1912. Both gardens have been restored in
the main by volunteers. There are also walled

13. Reigate FortReigate Hill owned

by the National Trust was built in the late
18900s. It is one of thirteen Forts forming a
line of defence stretching 72 miles along the
North Downs to protect London from
invasion from the French. This particular
mobilisation centre is nestled in the slopes of
the North Downs over looking the towns of
Reigate and Redhill. It has undergone a great
deal of restoration over recent years bringing
it back to its former glory.

Come and learn more about this little known
period of history and see how the tactical
thinking behind this particular defence

changed the style of warfare for ever.

In 1880 the brick
roundhouse of the disused mill was
converted into a Chapel of Ease to
St. MaryOs Parish Church, Reigate.
The Chapel named St. Cross
Chapelwas opened for services on
14 September 188&nd has
continued to this day when services are held throughout the suhhiméne only
windmill in the country to have been consecrated as a place of worship.
